ST. ANDREW AND ST. PHILIP

St. Philip is the only one among the apostles who had a
Greek name, which means “horse lover.” He probably spoke
Greek, as it was through him that some Greeks requested to
see Jesus (John 12:2022). He preached in Asia Minor and was
crucified in Hierapolis.

ADVENT

In the Armenian Church, the 50 days prior to Christmas is
the season of Advent (which in Armenian is called Hisnag). This is
the time in which we are called to prepare spiritually for the
coming of our Savior into the world and into our hearts. What we
are preparing to celebrate is one of the greatest events in human
history—the incarnation of God—in other words, God becoming
human like us. Christ came over 2000 years ago, and he is coming
again in a very real sense, this time for you and for me. Our task is
to be ready to receive him.

Similar to Great Lent, the Bible readings which our church
fathers selected for these as on of Advent stress the need to be
spiritually prepared for Christ’s coming into our lives.

I'm checking Christianity out. I'm a member of
another church. I'm too busy with work. I'm too busy with
family commitments (we have kids). I'm too busy with family
problems (e.g. my sister’s sick). I'm too busy with other things
(e.g. preparing to get married). I'm married to an unbeliever
who doesn’t like it when I go out. My husband/wife and I
don’t get to spend much time together so the week
nights/weekends are precious to us. I don’t know what
opportunities are available. I don’t know what gifts God has
given me. No one asked me. I've come here from another
church because I'm burnt out. I just need to be fed for a bit.
I'm serving in other ways outside of church. I don’t want to
commit to anything in advance (I'd like to keep my options
open). I live too far away and it’s a struggle to get to church
outside of service times. The staff team is paid to serve so I
don't have to. I don’t know anyone who’s serving in the area
I would like to. I serve the people I know by encouraging
them in their faith. I'm generous in other ways (e.g. with my
money). Serving is what the young people do — they’ve got
the time and energy. We've just got married and we're
concentrating on our marriage for the first year. Everything
seems under control. I'm not needed. I offered to serve, and
no one followed me up. I offered to serve, but [ wasn’t needed
(e.g. I was told the ministry was full). I served for a while, but
I felt unappreciated and no one thanked me. I don’t get
anything out of it. I just don’t want to.

Love is what bring happiness. Unfortunately, we lack love
and therefore we can not have happiness or bring happiness to
others. We live doing what we want and what we get is
momentary satisfaction, not happiness. If what we want is of
selfish, greed, jealousy, hatred, favoritism, prejudice, we end up
hurting others. Because we all do it so we all suffer. To stop
suffering and have happiness, we have to forget ourselves and
come to God for love. Forgetting ourselves seem like a big loss but
is truly a great gain. Forgetting ourselves means we are not going
to do what we want if it is of selfishness, greed, jealousy, hatred,
favoritism, prejudice and therefore we do not hurt others.

Forgetting ourselves get rid of all the times we think of ourselves,
of what we want, of how others have hurt us which take us away
from reality, make our minds tired, make us suffer. Forgetting
ourselves alone doesn't bring us happiness but is a necessary step.

The next step to happiness is love. We can get love from thinking
about God. When we think about God, we know and feel love and
when we ask for love, God then give us love. If we don't think
about God, we are not going to know or feel love. When we forget
ourselves and have love from God, it's like we lose ourselves but
gain far much better, happy selves.

he home is a sacred place where family members maintain and
share many valuéWe where they are charged
and empowered with es to live a peaceful and God-
pleasing life. It is under this roof that all collectively form oneness in
spirit and assume an important responsibility in the life of the
community. It is in this place where they break bread and share joys
and sorrows. Here the presence of the Omnipotent is felt since every
family is a miniature of a "Little Church—Ecclesia." In this "Little

Church" the inexhaustible love and the very generous blessing of God
permeate.

For Home Blessing the priest takes with him wafer and
incense, and blesses the bread, the water and the salt provided by the
family. These three fundamental elements are essential life-giving
gifts for human life. The priest asks from the Omnipotent God not to
lessen these three gifts without which life becomes impossible or
imperfect.

The bread, the water and the salt are symbols of God's infinite
goodness and care. With the blessing of these great gifts the
household is enriched spiritually and its existence perpetuated for the
service of his Creator. Along with the bread, salt, and bread offered
on a tray by the dwellers, the priest places also the wafer stamped
with a crucifix and designs of grapes and wheat. The wafer is the
presence of Christ in the home. The members of the family can either
distribute the wafer among themselves or keep it in a jar along with
flour, salt, or rice.

During Home Blessing it is customary to burn incense which
symbolizes the burning of our souls with our Lord's love. In his
supplication the Psalmist says, "Let my prayer be counted as incense
before Thee." Through this ceremony everyone's faith is replenished
and strengthened and the Lord's presence is felt.
