PRAYER

The throbbing pulse is nothing else but the
prayers of my soul offered to God. Prayer is
fire, indeed, for that fire puts an end to all
evil thoughts and words. It is then when the
new person is born in us. Prayer is the fire
that stirs the depths of the soul, the first
example of which you showed us by sending
your Only Begotten Son to the world.

You are the abundantly-shining light in dimmed hearts, O True
God. How many times have | visited you, but my weak soul
retreated before reaching the door. But this time my soul is
enflamed with a new spark of faith, which calls me to be vigilant,
as it does many others.



FEAST OF THE HOLY ARCHANGELS

The church venerates not only saints but also angels. The
Armenian Church celebrates the feast of the holy archangels, St. Gabriel
and St. Michael, and all of the heavenly hosts.

Angels are spiritual beings created by God at the beginning of
thecreation of the world. They are gifted, like people, with intelligence
and free will, but they are distinctly different in that they do not possess
physical bodies. They are by nature invisible, but they can manifest
themselves, if God so wills, in assumed or apparent bodies.

The word angel is a Greek word meaning “messenger.” The
Armenian word for angel is hreshdag. The word “angel” gives us a clue
to the nature of their function: angels attend to God and execute his
commands on earth and in the universe as a whole. St. Paul said, “Are
not all angels ministering spirits sent to serve those who will inherit
salvation?” (Hebrews 1:14). In other words, they are God’s servants who
carry out his orders.

Angels are represented throughout the Bible as a class of
spiritual beings, intermediate between God and human beings. It is
commonly accepted that there are nine orders or classes of angels. The
degree of their closeness to God and the character of their function serve
as the basis for their classification.

There are two or three angels who are mentioned by name in the
Bible: Gabriel is one of them. His name means “fortitude of God.”
Gabriel is first mentioned in the Book of Daniel, where he interprets
certain visions the prophet Daniel had seen (Daniel 18:16). Gabriel
appears under his own name twice in the New Testament, first to
Zechariah, father of St. John the Baptist, announcing the birth of a child
(Luke 1:19), and second to Mary, mother of Jesus, announcing the birth
of Christ (Luke 1:26).

The next archangel mentioned by name is Michael, which means
“who is like God.” According to tradition, “who is like God” was the war
cry of the good angels who fought against those angels who had rebelled
against the authority of God. As the leader of rebellious angels boastfully
identified himself with God, the loyal angels would cry, “Who is like
God?” This war cry was given as a proper name for the leader of the



good angels, Michael. He also is mentioned in the Book of Daniel, as the
assistant and colleague of Gabriel, as “one of the chief princes” in
heaven (Daniel 10:13).

Besides the two individual archangels, the names of two groups
of angels are also mentioned in the Bible. The first are seraphim; these
are a special class of attendants of God’s heavenly court. These angelic
beings are distinctly mentioned only in the Book of Isaiah. While Isaiah
stood in the temple, he saw the presence of God on the throne of his
glory. On each side of the throne stood mysterious guardians, each
supplied with six wings; two of these wings were for holding them up,
two for veiling their faces, and two for covering their feet in the majestic
presence of the Almighty. They are the closest servants of God, standing
near his throne and ministering to him and proclaiming his glory, each
calling to the other “Holy, holy, holy is the Lord of hosts, the whole earth
is full of his glory” (Isaiah 6:3). One of these seraphim flew towards the
prophet, having in his hand a burning coal with which he touched and
purified the prophet’s lips, so that henceforth those lips might be
consecrated to the utterance of divine inspiration. The seraphim appear
around the heavenly throne in a double choir and the volume of their
songs shakes the world (Isaiah 6).

The other class of heavenly beings which are frequently
mentioned in the Bible is cherubim. They are supposed to be the
heavenly throne-bearers of God.

Angels, like saints, were held in the greatest veneration in the
Christian Church. Churches have been dedicated to the names of angels.
Theirprotective power is clearly recognized by the church and it is asked
for in prayers by the faithful.

The feast day for angels, therefore, is a day when we remember
our better and higher friends, who are willing to assist us in our fight
against the temptations of our common adversary, the devil. It is a day in
which we must cultivate in ourselves the angelic virtues of faithfulness to
God, holiness of heart and purity of mind and soul. It is a day we praise
the most holy name of God, saying in unison with the angels: “Holy,
holy, holy is the Lord of hosts: Heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Blessing in the highest. Amen.”

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HOME BLESSING

he home is a sacred place where family members maintain and
share many valuéWe where they are charged
and empowered with es to live a peaceful and God-
pleasing life. It is under this roof that all collectively form oneness in
spirit and assume an important responsibility in the life of the
community. It is in this place where they break bread and share joys
and sorrows. Here the presence of the Omnipotent is felt since every
family is a miniature of a "Little Church—Ecclesia." In this "Little

Church" the inexhaustible love and the very generous blessing of God
permeate.

For Home Blessing the priest takes with him wafer and
incense, and blesses the bread, the water and the salt provided by the
family. These three fundamental elements are essential life-giving
gifts for human life. The priest asks from the Omnipotent God not to
lessen these three gifts without which life becomes impossible or
imperfect.

The bread, the water and the salt are symbols of God's infinite
goodness and care. With the blessing of these great gifts the
household is enriched spiritually and its existence perpetuated for the
service of his Creator. Along with the bread, salt, and bread offered
on a tray by the dwellers, the priest places also the wafer stamped
with a crucifix and designs of grapes and wheat. The wafer is the
presence of Christ in the home. The members of the family can either
distribute the wafer among themselves or keep it in a jar along with
flour, salt, or rice.

During Home Blessing it is customary to burn incense which
symbolizes the burning of our souls with our Lord's love. In his
supplication the Psalmist says, "Let my prayer be counted as incense
before Thee." Through this ceremony everyone's faith is replenished
and strengthened and the Lord's presence is felt.
